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This book thoroughly examines the process of phenomenological interviewing.  A discussion of some of the reasons for choosing this type of interview technique is followed by suggestions for structuring the in-depth interview.  Concrete strategies for qualitative proposal writing, participant selection, and ethics procedures are also presented.  Practical interviewing techniques are suggested, and are followed by a discussion of potential relationships that may develop over the course of in-depth interviews.  Finally, the author discusses the data collection, analysis, and interpretation process, focusing on issues such as tape-recording, transcription, profiling, and thematic organization.  Those considering, or currently completing, qualitative research, particularly if using phenomenological interview techniques, may find this book of particular interest.  
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
