Supporting Literacy in Immersion
COURSE DESCRIPTION :
This course involves complete participation in a one-week summer institute developed by the Second Language Research Institute of Canada (L2RIC) of the Faculty of Education at the University of New Brunswick.  The course is designed for classroom teachers, resource teachers, and literacy/intervention support teachers working in French immersion.  The course will be of particular interest to teachers of French language arts in Grades 3-5 immersion and Grades 6-8 late immersion.  Students will have the opportunity, through a case study approach, to apply principles and practices from the fields of immersion and exceptionalities, and to share classroom experience that support learners from a wide range of abilities. A detailed reading list will be provided and key readings will have to be completed prior to arriving at the summer institute.
COURSE OBJECTIVE

The purpose of this institute is to provide an opportunity for educators to learn of ways to support a wide range of learners in our immersion programs.  Students will learn about and apply the most recent research and best practice in the following areas:

· principles of immersion pedagogy

· balanced literacy

· differentiation

· assessment  

ASSIGNMENTS AND ASSESSMENT
Students are expected to complete all required readings prior to arriving at the institute and during the institute.   Active participation in all sessions and contributions to all activities and product development is also required.  The major assignments for this course involve:

1) the development of resources to assist with supporting learners in immersion 

2) the development of an instructional plan based on research and best practices in the areas of balanced literacy and differentiated instruction

3) a research paper that summarizes the current knowledge and best practices on at-risk students in immersion OR a paper that explores one particular learning difficulty or disability and implications for immersion (autism, dyslexia, ADHD, ..) OR a summary of five academic articles/book chapters/books related to literacy and at-risk students in immersion

The grade for this course will be a PASS/FAIL only.  No specific letter grades will be assigned.
