UNB / Malawi International Internship Program (IIP)

The UNB / Malwi  International Internship Program began in 2007. The program was developed and implemented through funding from the Students for Development Program, administered by the Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada (AUCC).  The program has since expanded to include the CIDA International Youth Internship Program (CIDA IYIP).  The funds for both programs are provided by the Government of Canada through the Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA).
The program objective is to provide an opportunity for UNB students and Canadian youth to live and work in Malawi while participating in experiential and relevant projects associated with land, governance, health education and community development.  The outcome of the project is to provide Canadian and Malawi youth with international experience, skills and knowledge that will prepare them for future employment in their field of expertise. 
The Centre for Property Studies has provided over 30 funded internships to Mzuzu University involving students from 7 UNB faculties and disciplines. Under Component #1 of the AUCC Student for Development Program (2011-2015), we have secured funding for an additional 23 UNB students to take part in this program.  
Component #2 of the AUCC contract will enable us to expand this program to include Graduate Students from the University of Malawi.  In 2012-2013 and 2013–2014, AUCC will cover the expenses of two students per year to travel to UNB for academic courses and research.  This will make our program truly a two-way exchange. 
We have had a University to University agreement in place with Mzuzu University since 2007 and this stands as a testament to the success of our program.  We are in the process of signing a University to University agreement to exchange students with the University of Malawi.
UNB is pleased to collaborate with our academic and community-based partners in Malawi and looks forward to our continued mutually-beneficial partnership in the coming years.
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
