Other information: Aarhus is a vibrant city due in part to the large number of students. The city is located within easy reach of Copenhagen (3 hours by train). 

The summers in Denmark are temperate with temperatures ranging from 15 – 25 degrees. Since Denmark is a northern country, there are only a few hours of darkness in the middle of the night during the summer time. Winters are seldom severe, - temperatures range from -5 - +5 degrees. 

All exchange students are offered a mentor to ease them through the first weeks of their stay. The mentor helps with airport pick-up, bank accounts, grocery shopping, and gives an introduction to Danish life and to life at the University.
