Cost of Living

In comparison to some countries the UK appears to be an expensive place to live. However if you plan sensibly and keep to a budget, you should find it affordable to live and study in the UK.

Don’t forget that your budget should reflect your own priorities – you may wish to spend a little more on books and little less on clothes, for example.

Other factors to consider:

· Some courses include field trips, where all or part of the cost must be met by the student.

· Text books can be expensive, but many of those on your reading list can be found in the University Library, or the local public library. It is always worth checking with the Module Leader which books are essential for you to buy.

· Postgraduate and nursing students who are studying at the University for the full calendar year will need to budget for the extra months they spend at the University. 

· Postgraduate students may also require extra funds for research and presentation of their thesis. 

· Non-EU students are usually permitted to work up to 20 hours per week in term time. EU students can work unrestricted. While you should not rely on finding a job to fund your studies, part-time work can be a source of extra income for many students.

· You may need to extend your student visa at some point while studying in the UK. At present, doing this will cost £250 by post or £500 in person. If your visa is not issued for the full length of your course, you should build this cost into your budget.
