Application process: Get an application form and confirmation of enrollment at UNB from the International Office.  Fill out the application form and mail it to the University with a transcript of your marks.  The transcript must have a German translation of the names of the courses you have taken.  When you arrive at Ingolstadt, you must submit a selection of your modules.  

Other information: You will need to bring proof of insurance and a letter from your parents or your bank saying that you have enough money to finance your trip with you to Ingolstadt.  You will also need proof of enrollment at UNB.

Ingolstadt is located in Bavaria on the river Danube, close to Munich and Nuremberg. It is a charming city with architectural reflections on its past. The restored old city, only a short walk from the university, offers a lively pub and disco scene. The opportunity to participate in sports activities is provided by the university as well as various amateur and competitive sports clubs. The nearby Alps allow additional sports and leisure activities. Bavarian charm, the Bavarian way of life and a diverse cultural offering make the life of a student in Ingolstadt quite attractive.
