Other information: The altitude of Puebla is 2,100 meters above sea level. It is one of the richest cities in terms of colonial art in the country, and has been recognized by the UNESCO as Cultural Patrimony of Humanity. It is one of the most important cities in Mexico, in addition to being an outstanding industrial, commercial and agricultural centre. 

Cholula, the oldest city on the continent, has an excellent archaeological site that was an important religious centre of diverse cultures during pre-Hispanic times.
